Materials Fees: 
Each student  in grades ki ndergart en thro ugh grade f ive pay a Materi als Fee due 
the f irs t  of  July of  each year.  Al l  ful l  t ime students pay the same f ee; part  t ime 
students (ki ndergart en) pay a reduced f ee.  The fol lowing examples represent  
materi als, suppl ies and equipment  purchased with materi als fees.  This is 
intended not  as a complete l ist  but  a representat ive l ist .  These are items that  
are suppl ied each year f or student  use.  The student  Supply Lists are items 
famil ies are expected to purchase and send to school with students.  These are 
mainly consumable items.  They are items not  covered by the Materi als Fees.   
 
Examples of items provided and purchased by Materials Fee funds: 
Classroom furniture, f i le cabinets, book shelves, student  ÒcubbiesÓ, pencil  
sharp ener, white board s, bul let in board s, clocks, lunchbox tub, f lags, desks, 
chairs , teacher desk and chair , tables, storage cabinets 
Classroom resources:  (dict ionari es, thesauru s, encyclopedias, at las and maps), 
CD/ DVD/ Video players/ TV set , overh ead pro jectors and screens, overh ead 
t ransparencies, audio record ers and head sets, posters, alphabet  and numeral  
chart s, f l ip chart s, pocket  chart s, number st ri ps 
Computers and printers in computer lab (including paper, cart ri dges) 
Teacher Guides and reference materials for al l  content  areas  
Student learning materials; i .e., unit  reading books, mult iple copies of  leveled 
readers , l iteracy materi als such as phonics card s, vocabulary  building tools, 
comprehension ski l l  builders, f luency sheets, l ibrary  books, math books 
including consumable math workb ooks for pri mary  grades, math games and 
manipulat ives, ru lers, compasses and pro t ractors, calculators, math f lash card s, 
science workb ooks and equipment , science resource books,  individual  sets of  
Bible/ History  card s, Old and New Testament  Read Aloud books, Bible 
works heets, Lat in vocabulary  f lash cards, f i le box, and DVD, art  pri nts and 
suppl ies (paints and bru shes, const ru ct ion paper, craf ts materi als such as pipe 
cleaners, gl it ter, t issue paper, clay, glue, etc.).   
PE and Recess Equipment:  Storage shed for equipment , Basketbal ls,  
basketbal l  hoop, soccer bal ls, T-bal l  and sof tbal l  equipment  and bases, jump 
ro pes, CD player and physical  act ivit y CDÕs including music for dance 
inst ru ct ion,  indoor bowl ing equipment , ri ng toss, hula hoops, Fri sbees, 
parachute and parachute act ivit y book, Run/ Walk Club card s and reward s and 
incent ives, mater ials and equipment  for Field Day, maintenance and repair of  
outdoor equipment

Student and Teacher Supplies:  Handwri t ing paper (some), copy machine paper 
for student  copies of  works heets, stapler and staples, staple pul ler, hole punch, 
colored mark ers f or white board , note cards, tubs for mult iple copies of  books 
and math manipulat ives, ru lers, meter  st icks, yard st icks , scotch tape, maski ng 
tape, Firs t  Aid ki t s, z ip-loc bags 
Materials and Supplies for Music:  CD Player and vari ous CDÕs and DVDÕs; 
sheet  music, xylophones, hand bel ls, materi als for  Chri stmas music pro gram 
and end of  year assembly including pri nt ing programs 
Office Supplies and Equipment:  Paper and toner for copiers and pri nters, desk 
suppl ies (paper cl ips, note pads, pens and pencils, scissors), paper for 
newslet ters and corre spondence, paper cut ters, f i le folders , etc.   
Custodial Supplies:  Paper towels, toilet  t issue, cleaning suppl ies and 
equipment , t rash cans and l iners, large t rash bags, hand sanit izer  
 
The Materi als Fees are not  suf f icient  to cover the cost  of  many items needed to 
maintain a school.  Generous donat ions of  materi als, equipment  and funds help 
of fset  the cost  so that  our Materi als Fees and our Supply Lists might  not  cause 
undue burd en to our Pro vidence famil ies.   
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
